How to Use HTML

To inform the wiki engine that a block of text should be treated as HTML, use the html
processor.

Note that Trac sanitizes your HTML code before displaying it. That means that if you try to use
potentially dangerous constructs such as Javascript event handlers, those will be removed from
the output.
